The response we received from the survey the Board sent out was impressive, over 50% of our own-
ers sent in their preferred option. By approximately a 2 to 1 margin, the preferred choice was to
attempt to negotiate an agreement with the developer to gain as many concessions as possible in-
cluding compensation in an effort to minimize the large impact the Riverwalk Residences will have
on the WaterGarden. We are in talks with the developer, and making progress. | hope to have the
agreement drafted to present at our next Board meeting. There has been a date change for the July
meeting due to scheduling conflicts. The meeting will be held on July 12 at 6pm in the Clubroom.

At the last Board meeting we discussed getting a small committee of owners (3) to start the process
at updating and upgrading the appearance of the WaterGarden. With all the additional housing op-
tions planned for the near future the Board feels we need to be proactive to ensure that we main-
tain the quality of the WaterGarden. The committee will be asked to interview several design firms,
asking each what their vision would be for our building going forward and what is their cost to de-
velop a plan that we can utilize as we replace the design aspects of the building. The chosen design-
er may also make suggestions as to which areas we should concentrate our efforts. We request that
any owner wishing to be considered mail or email a short letter of interest outlining previous experi-
ence with design and any information you think would be relevant. The Board plans on naming the
committee in the fall so please let us know of your interest before then.
