The majority of the month of May has been devoted to meetings and discussions regarding
the Riverwalk Residences, the development that has been proposed to be built at 333 N
New River Dr E. It was the sole topic at our May Board meeting. Ocean Land, the developer
of the project submitted further revisions to their plans to the City. They also requested to
meet with the WaterGarden residents to review those revisions. The meeting was well
attended. Representatives from Ocean Land explained the changes and answered the many
guestions and listened to the concerns that our owners have with the concept.

Ocean Land continues with the City's approval process by readying their plans for submittal
to the Planning and Zoning Board. Prior to their appearance at P&Z, they will hold a Public
Hearing, scheduled for May 22, 2017. The Downtown Fort Lauderdale Civic Association has
indicated that they too will be having a public meeting as well, with a date to be announced.
Ocean Land hopes to be on the Planning and Zoning Board's agenda in July. We will contin-
ue to keep you informed of any activity on this project.

As a reminder, June 1st is the beginning of our 2017 hurricane season. While we have been
fortunate to not have been impacted by hurricane in over 10 years we have to be prepared
that a hurricane is always a possibility. If you are here for the summer season please make
sure that you are prepared, water, batteries, flashlights, etc. If you spend your summers
elsewhere please remember to clear your balconies completely before leaving, turn off your
water, and make sure your A/C is set to avoid mold.
